Dy-Mark’s Spray & Mark is a premium marking out paint designed for a range 
of applications, including construction, landscaping, civil works and surveying. 
Spray & Mark is suitable for use with the Long Arm Handle, 2 wheel Spot 
Marking Handle and Measuring Wheel, also available from Dy-Mark. 
 
DIRECTIONS FOR USE 
Preparation 
Shake can for at least 20 seconds after the mixing ball begins to rattle. 
 
Application 
Hold can in the inverted position, approximately 15 – 20cm from surface. Spray 
thickness can be adjusted by moving closer or further away from the surface to 
be sprayed.
